Bell Schedules Operation

Bell Schedules cause passing doors to unlock

School campuses that use a Bell system to signify the beginning of a passing period sometimes require specific doors to
unlock to allow the passage of students between buildings and areas. Below is how to use the Bell Schedule application
in DSX and how to change the schedule of the passing periods. It also discusses how to program a Custom Bell
Schedule.

Operation

In Workstation select the Location of interest. Go to Override Groups and right click on the Schedule you want active and
select - All Time Zone. Right click on the other Schedules and select All Open. The End Result is the Schedule of choice

is now unlocking the Passing Doors during the Passing Periods. The inactive schedules have Green squares with a black
dot in the middle. This signifies the Schedule is not running.

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How to Change the Bell Schedules

1. Time Zones are created for each time the system should unlock the doors. The Time Zones would be given relevant
names such as First Period Bell, Second Period Bell.... There would be a Time Zone for each Passing Period (unlocking
of the door). The Time Zone is defined so the Start Time is when the bells ring and the doors unlock and the Stop Time is
when the Doors Relock.

See the Example below that shows the 12 Time Zones defined for the Normal Bell Schedules. Right click on one of these
and select Edit to change the Schedule.
